Logansport Memorial Hospital is more than a place where people go to heal. We are a part of the community 
that fosters health and represents hope. Building Better Health goes beyond the healthcare provided here on 
our campus; it’s the initiatives, education, and contributions for Cass and surrounding counties to ensure our 
patients have the tools they need to live their healthiest lives. 

As a not-for-profit organization, it is our responsibility to provide programs and services that increase access 
to needed care for those who live here. We define these programs and services as the “community benefit” 
that we provide, and the overall community benefit is calculated in four different areas:
• Financial and In-Kind Contributions
• Community Health Improvement Services
• Community Building Activities
• Health Professions Education

You’ll notice that a large part of our community benefit is charity care, bad debt expense, and unreimbursed 
costs of Medicare. Part of our mission as a community hospital is to provide healthcare to all in need --  
regardless of their ability to pay. Most of the public programs that provide reimbursements for services to 
hospitals - like Medicare and Medicaid - do not cover the total cost of providing care. Logansport Memorial 
Hospital absorbs the difference between what it costs for care and what is paid to the hospital for that care. 

The dollar amounts reflected here demonstrate 
our passion and commitment to our community 
and our people. 

We strive to always listen to the needs of our 
patient population, and respond with appropriate 
programs and services, investing in community 
health partnerships, educational programs, and 
uncompensated care. We also initiate and 
support efforts that increase access to our 
services and to other needed services, as well as 
educating future health professionals who may 
one day walk the halls of our campus.
